Book 13
In Book 13, Odysseus is finally finished retelling his journey to the Phaecians. Now that his story is finished the Phaecians bring Odysseus back home to Ithaca on their ship. On their return back to Phaecia, Poseidon sees that the Phaecians have assisted Odysseus in getting him home and he is not happy. He tells Zeus what he sees and Zeus gives him permission to turn the ship into stone as a punishment. The ship sinks to the bottom of the ocean! 
Since Odysseus has not been home for some time he wakes up to a country that he no longer recognizes. Odysseus refuses to believe that this is the home that he left, until Athene convinces him that this is indeed Ithaca. Athene tells Odysseus that he must use his cunning to punish the suitors. 
Pretend you are in Odysseus’ shoes. What plan would you use to punish the suitors? Discuss with your group members a sneaky plan. REMEMBER-Athene told Odysseus to use his cunning, which means he did not fight them physically, but used his brains.
