Odysseus tries to reassure him that his original master will return, but he is reluctant. Eumaeus also tells him that he heard Odysseus is still alive.
Draw a picture of Odysseus before and after the Trojan War. Keep in mind that before the war he had not been in battle and was a beautiful young man. After the war, however; Odysseus went through the entire Trojan War, was held captive by Calypso, and journeyed home to Ithaca from Phaecia.
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
