The Odyssey: Book 3 Journal Writing Activity
As your group of three you will be reading Book 3 of The Odyssey. The purpose of this assignment is to take on a character in The Odyssey and write a journal entry from their perspective in a particular scene. When you get into your group this is what should be accomplished:
· Each member must choose a DIFFERENT character to focus on. These characters are Telemachus, Athene, or Nestor. 

· As a group, read through Book 3. Be sure to read the book from the perspective of your character. How would they be feeling at this point in the story? What would their tone be if they were speaking?

· Write a journal entry from the perspective of your character in one particular scene. DO NOT WRITE A GENERAL ENTRY ABOUT ALL OF BOOK 3. 

· You may get started on your homework (reading Book 4) if you finish early.
