Preposition: a word that shows the relationship of a noun or a pronoun to another word in a sentence.
EXAMPLES:
aboard, about, above, across, after, against, along, amid, among, anti, around, as, at, before, behind, below, beneath, beside, besides, between, beyond, but, by, concerning, considering, despite, down, during, except, excepting, excluding, following, for, from, in, inside, into, like, minus, near, of, off, on, onto, opposite, outside, over, past, per, plus, regarding, round, save, since, than, through, to, toward, towards, under, underneath, unlike, until, up, upon, versus, via, with, within, without

What does a preposition do in a sentence?

A preposition will function as an adjective or an adverb. If it functions as an ADJECTIVE it will answer the question which one?

The book on the bathroom floor is swollen from the shower steam.

Which book? The one on the bathroom floor.

The tomatoes in the vegetable bin are green with mold. 

Which tomatoes? The ones in the vegetable bin.

If it functions as an adverb it will answer the questions How? When? Or Where?

Freddy is stiff from a very long football practice. 

How did Freddy get stiff? From a very long football practice.

Before class, Johnny begged his friends for a pencil.

When did Johnny do his begging? Before class.
