VERBS
An action verb expresses action. The action may be physical or mental. 
· The band marches onto the field. (physical)
· The audience expects a great performance. (mental)

A transitive verb is when an action verb appears with a direct object (a person or thing RECEIVES the action). 
· Danny plays the TRUMPET like a professional (transitive verb, DIRECT OBJECT)
An intransitive verb is when the action does not have a direct object.
· He travels around the country with the other musicians.

A linking verb links the subject of the sentence to a word in the predicate.
· The instruments are safe on the bus. (Form of to be)
· The students seemed bored during the trip. (Expresses a condition)
Forms of “to be:”
Is, am, are, was, were, been, being
Verbs that express condition:
Look, smell, feel, sound, taste, grow, appear, become, seem, remain
****If you can substitute is, are, was, or were for a verb, you know it is a linking verb.
